Things were going well, and then our oldest came to live with us out of the blue. It was only supposed to for a couple weeks but turned into almost a whole year.  And then shortly after that, his girlfriend and their infant son came to live with us as well. Mind you, we only had a 3 bedroom house with 1 full bath. So we had to move the twins back together and just squish in. It was stressful for everyone. So poor Jasper the corgi was being trained by me, but our oldest wasn’t following the same dog rules that I had been teaching Jasper…and he was confused and started to act out. He ended up nipping at one of the twins. We had the opportunity to rehome Jasper for his sanity and ours. He went to live with a single guy that was friends with our nephew. He thrived in a less busy home.

	*If yes, What were the circumstances? Yes, we had gotten our Dane Speck when she was 4 mos old, she went EVERYWHERE with me. She was happy and healthy. Then we got pregnant with twins after thinking we couldn’t have anymore. It was tough but doable with the babies and her. We ended up moving from West Fargo to Hillsboro when the boys were about 1. Speck had gone from a fenced yard to having to be on a leash while we lived in a rental house. There was no dog park in town at the time. We had planned to fence the yard when we moved into the house, but at the time, it was going to cost a fortune and we just couldn’t afford it at the time. I’m the few months that we were in the rental home, Speck had started to mope around and had even started to lose weight. I truly believe that she was depressed. And it broke my heart. So we made the extremely hard decision to give her back to the breeder (part of our deal) with the understanding that we could visit anytime we wanted. We went to visit not too long after and the breeder had given her to someone else…I never saw her again. I still miss her. I know it was the best for her as we couldn’t give her what she needed/deserved. She apparently went to live with a family that had 3 other Danes and cats for her to chase. She gained her weight back almost immediately. 
We are in a very different place from either of these situations!
